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One PhD Fellowship –In Globalization and Small-Scale Fisheries 
Introduction
The Global Partnership for Small-Scale Fisheries Research known as Too Big to Ignore (TBTI) is a research network and information mobilization partnership established to: (a) enhance the understanding of the contribution of small-scale fisheries to food security, nutrition, sustaining livelihoods, poverty alleviation, wealth generation and trade, as well as the impacts and implications of global change processes such as urbanization, globalization, migration, climate change, aquaculture, and communication technology on small-scale fisheries; and (b) create an innovative and interactive web platform, an Information System for Small-scale Fisheries (ISSF), for global and local analysis of small-scale fisheries and their contributions to the broader society.
TBTI is recruiting a PhD student who will be based in the Department of History at Memorial University (St. John’s).  The prospective student will develop a program of study related to any aspect of the history of globalization in the fisheries in Canada. 
Qualifications
We seek a highly motivated person holding a Masters Degree in History or Historical Geography. Candidates with knowledge and/or prior research experience in the history of the northwest Atlantic fisheries will be preferred. The successful candidate must possess strong communication skills (verbal and written) and be able to work independently. 
In addition to completing a thesis and other requirements for their doctoral program, the candidate will be expected to present her or his research at conferences and in written form (e.g., peer-reviewed journal articles). Some assistance with costs incurred for travel to conferences will be available from TBTI.

Scholarship
The successful candidate will receive a fellowship of $22,000 per year for four years with possible additional funding to cover research costs. The candidate may begin studies as early as January 2014, though we will accept applications until the position is filled.
